COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will review telecommunications laws and regulations worldwide, with particular emphasis on the United States (both federal and state), Europe, Asia, Latin America, the Middle East and Africa.  The course will also focus on the major international agreements and organizations affecting telecommunications.

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

Students will learn about international telecommunications law by using the technology to access information, conduct research, exchange ideas and collaborate on in-class presentations. 

METHOD OF TEACHING

The course will be taught in nine modules as a seminar course with oral presentations.  All students will be required to use the computer and Internet.

GRADING

Students will be graded based upon oral presentations and a final paper.  Grades will be computed as follows:
